January and now we are the bread basket of our community because there is a shortage of water in the 
community. Crop production has vastly and potentially improved children’s nutrition 

 

 

Covid-19 situation: The Lockdown Limiting Movement of people is still going on and the situation is not 

good for everyone, but we thank God because we are still managing to have food for our children and the 
children are safe and in good health. We are training children how to make face mask – and there are doing 

well. 
 
 

Due to the Covid 19 pandemic children have been locked in homes, hence 
we implemented a program for the girls. The programme is aimed at 
teaching the girls life skills and other skills that can help her in every life 
situation. Child abuse has been prevalent since the pandemic started as 
the children are locked at home with the perpetrators hence the 
importance of the life skills programme.  
 

 

 

 

 



 

 

Challenges: Power cuts - we are having problems of electricity. There is a direct link between electricity and 

education and this has been challenging during this pandemic as lessons are being conducted online and due 
to the lack of electricity we are deprived of such a privilege. Refrigeration of supplies for the children has also 
become a problem especially in conserving perishable foods.      

Water shortage – we are experiencing problems of water shortages as our borehole is not working properly as 
of yet. Equipment failure, depletion of the aquifer are some the factors that are having detrimental effects on 
borehole pumps. 

Solar Panel System for borehole pump and source of energy for daily operation: We are having water 
challenges at the home due to electricity faults since the borehole has an electric pump. It is our wish to buy a 
solar panel system for the borehole but there is a shortage of funding. 

School requirements shortages 

Uniform shortages - We are having problems regarding school uniforms since the reopening of schools and 
some of the children’s uniforms are worn out and too small. We received other new primary and secondary 
school children during the lockdown. 

Stationery shortages – Since the reopening of schools we are having stationery shortages and some of the 
children are going to school with few books which can’t add up to their subjects, some of them are even send 
back home as they don’t have all books

        To buy a solar panel system for borehole pump 

        To renovate the relaxing shed for the kids
